What To Bring

Your instrument and associated gear © (Pianos will be provided)

If you double on an instrument, bring that too (if possible), just in case your Band Director
selects a chart requiring a double.

Music Stand (if possible, for those driving)

Music stand light (if you have one)

Be ready for your first rehearsal Sunday night!

Concert attire

- Black shirt, any style, long or short sleeve
- Black pants or skirt

For lodging comfort

- Cascadian Lodge residents:
- Robe or appropriate attire to wear from room to shower/restroom.
- Shower shoes (due to common/shared showers/rest rooms).

- Hairdryer (soap and shampoo will be provided).
- Alarm clock
- Some participants have found lodging rooms to be cool, so you may want to

bring an additional blanket (if you are driving). (Sheets/linens & towels are provided.)

There are shared refrigerators and microwaves in the Cascadian Lodge lounge area and
Olympic View meeting rooms/lounges if you want to bring your own snacks or beverages.
There are no cooking facilities available for guests.

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Check-in Procedures

e Check-in time is 4:00 — 5:30 PM on Sunday, May 3rd. (Other groups are departing
that morning, so the facilities & our rooms will not be ready any earlier). You can
relax in the Cedar Lodge Lobby or explore the Warm Beach Camp grounds if you
arrive before 4:00 PM.

e All participants need to check in at Cascadian Lodge, regardless of lodging location.

e RV musicians can set up their RV/trailer at the Campground starting at 1:00 PM,
prior to checking in at Cascadian Lodge.
o See maps for RV site location.
o RV sites 23 — 26 are reserved for NWBB. Choose any of these spots.

o Jeff’s Band will rehearse in Cedar Lodge “Chapel” Meeting Room. This facility
should be available for us at 4:00 PM, but please do not unload your
instruments/equipment in here until we verify it is ready.

e Vince’s Band will rehearse in Maple Center. This facility will not be available until
after dinner, so please do not unload your instruments/equipment in here until we
verify it is ready for us.

e Dinneris from 5:30 - 6:15 PM in Cedar Lodge. If you arrive late for check-in, just
come directly to Cedar Lodge for dinner and we will check you in afterwards.
